Recently the band competed at the NSW State 
Brass Band Championships. This was the band’s 
first attempt at Senior B grade level in State titles 
for over 30 years. 
Whilst not gaining first place in the Grade the band 
equipped itself well and performed admirably.  
The test piece was titled ‘Emmanuel Variations’ 
composed by a young Sydney man Jim 
McCrudden. The Band also played Wilby’s ‘Partita 
– Postcards from Home’, and a hymn beautifully 
arranged by our own Phillip Rutherford ‘Lux Eoi – 
Light of the Morning Star’ original tune Arthur 
Sullivan. Adjudication indicated areas in 
performance that the band needs to improve. 
Subsequently the band is on a course of action to 
advance our level of playing. 
 
 
 
Many of our juniors recently competed in the 
Hunter Regional solo and party competition. 
Tulara and Clyde Webster were successful in the 
duets whilst Tulara won the 19 years and under 
Euphonium section. Tulara’s win received such 
high marks that she additionally won the shield for 
highest point score for any instrument in her age 
group – the Under 19 Years Championship Brass. 
Tulara also came second in the slow melody 
section. A quartet of Tim Camden, Clyde, Tulara 
and Natalie Hancox came 2nd in the U19s quartets 
and other individual efforts by Tim, Alex Lappan, 
and Lyndal Bailey went very well and they should 
be pleased with their efforts and congratulated.
